Are You Registered to Vote? 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
says, “Submission to authority and        
co-responsibility for the common good 
make it morally obligatory … to exercise 
the right to vote” (2240). St. Pope John 
Paul II wrote in 2003, "Certainly the 
Christian vision leads to the expectation 
of "new heavens" and "a new earth" (Rev 
21:1), but this increases, rather than   
lessens, our sense of responsibility for 
the world today. I wish to reaffirm this 
forcefully at the beginning of the new 
millennium, so that Christians will feel 
more obliged than ever not to neglect 
their duties as citizens in this wold.  
(Ecclesia de Eucharistia, n. 20). Please 
make sure you are ready to exercise this 
Christian responsibility by registering 
and voting in the primaries and the    
General Election.

Attendance at either a 
Basic or Refresher workshop meets the 3-
year refresher compliance requirement. 
Notes: 1) plan to arrive promptly as late   
arrivals may not be admitted 2) children 
should not be brought to EIM workshops.
